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SWEDISH WEAVING CLASS :

Swedish Weaving is a very easy and beautiful style of
needlework. It is a process of weaving yarn through the

open weave of the fabric creating interesting patterns

and color combinations.

We are hosting a Swedish Weaving class at the lodge on
Saturday, February 13" from 10 am to 2 pm. Please
bring your lunch.

You will need to purchase the fabric in advance as it
needs to be washed and dried prior to the weaving. You
will need to purchase 2i
makes a nice sized throw/afghan. It can be found at
Walmart or Joann Fabrics and comes in white or natural
color. When you get it home, run a zigzag stitch along
both cut edges; throw it in a hot water wash and hot
dryer. This will insure that the maximum amount of
shrinkage will occur prior to the weaving to prevent any
puckering.

Our instructors for this event are Alice Carlson and Dee
Kosiba. Both of these women are very talented with a
needle. Alice will bring her pattern books so that you
can choose one you like. We will have some yarns and
needles available that you can purchase for your project.
If you have a specific color scheme in mind, by all
means please bring your own yarn. Generally speaking
10 7 12 oz of yarn is enough to make a throw. If you

have a Bodkin Flat Needle or #16 blunt needle bring it
along too.

I am currently working on one using a variegated yarn
and it is turning out quite beautifully. If you have any
questions, please feel free to call me.
